




1 4. The Parties are ordered to implement the Settlement according to the terms of th 

2 Settlement Agreement. 
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5. The Court approves, as to form and content, the Notice of Class Action attached a 

Exhibit 2 to the Declaration of Heather Davis in Support of Plaintiff's Motion for Prelimina 

Approval of Class and PAGA Settlement. 

6. The Court finds that the form of notice to the Class regarding the pendency of th 

action and of the Settlement, the dates selected for mailing and distribution, and the methods o 

giving notice to members of the Class, satisfy the requirements of due process, constitute the bes 

notice practicable under the circumstances, and constitute valid, due, and sufficient notice to al 

members of the Class. The form and method of giving notice complies fully with the requirement 

of California Code of Civil Procedure § 382, California Civil Code § 1781, California Rules o 

Court§§ 3.766 and 3.769, the California and United States Constitutions, and other applicable la 

7. The Court further approves the procedures for Class Members to opt-out of or objec 

to the Settlement, as set forth in the Notice Packet, and the Settlement Agreement. The procedure 

and requirements for filing objections in connection with the final fairness hearing are intended t 

ensure the efficient administration of justice and the orderly presentation of any Class Member' 

objection to the Settlement, in accordance with the due process rights of all Class Members. 

8. The Court directs the Settlement Administrator to mail the Notice Packet to th 

2 0 members of the Class in accordance with the terms of the Settlement. 

21 9. The Notice Packet shall provide 60 calendar days' notice for Class Members t 

22 submit disputes, opt-out of, or object to the Settlement.

should be approved as fair, reasonable, and adequate for the Class; (b) whether a judgment grantin

enhancement award, settlement administration costs, and Class Counsel's attorney's fees and costsb 

should be granted. 

12. Counsel for the parties shall file memoranda, declarations, or other statements am 

materials in support of their request for final approval of Plaintiff's application for an enhancemen 

award, settlement administration costs, Class Counsel's attorneys' fees and costs, prior to th 

hearing on Plaintiff's Motion for Final Approval of Settlement according to the time limits set b 

the Code of Civil Procedure and the California Rules of Court.

To facilitate administration of the Settlement pending final approval, the Cour 

hereby enjoins Plaintiff and all members of the Class from filing or prosecuting any claims, or suit 

regarding claims released by the Settlement, unless and until such Class Members have filed vali 

Requests for Exclusion with the Settlement Administrator. 

15. Counsel for the parties are hereby authorized to utilize all reasonable procedures i 

connection with the administration of the Settlement which are not materially inconsistent wit 
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either this Order or the terms of the Settlement.
